WITHHOLDING OF DIPLOMAS, TRANSCRIPTS AND REGISTRATION  

 

 

The Registrar of each campus is authorized to withhold diplomas and/or official transcripts and to 

refuse registration to any student or former student:  

 

1.  Who fails to return University property;  

 

2.  Who fails to cooperate with any University disciplinary process, 

investigation, or audit or otherwise fails to comply with University policies; 

or 

 

3.  Who has failed to pay any fees, tuition, room and board charges, fines, or 

other charges assessed by a University official or by the campus disciplinary 

system.  

 

The Registrar may also withhold official transcripts, or portions thereof, to the extent consistent 

with state and federal law.  

 

With respect toRegarding any sums owed, this policy does not applywithholding should be paused 

with respect to students or former students if the University knows or has reason to know that a 

bankruptcy petition has been filed on behalf of the student or former student, or if the University 

has received notice that the debt has been discharged in bankruptcy.  Upon the conclusion of the 

bankruptcy case, this policy shall applywithholding may proceed with regard to all debt not 

discharged in the bankruptcy proceeding.
